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BUSINESS ETHICS SEMINAR TO
EXPLORE CHINESE CONTRIBUTION

The Negeri Sembi-
lan Chinese Chamber of
Commerce and Industry
(NSCCCI) hosted its first-ev-
er seminar on business
ethics and culture, titled "A
century of business ethics:

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BOARD EXPANDED:
CONDITIONAL
WAIVER FOR THE
TERM LIMIT OF
PRESIDENT

NSCCCI members unani-
mously passed two resolutions
to amend its constitution - al-
lowing a conditional waiver of
the term limit of president and
increase the number of board
members.

The resolutions were passed
at the 80th Annual General
Meeting of NSCCCl held on
April 8. Deputy President Dato'
Sri Dr Lim Chin Fui tabled the
proposed amendments, which
were unanimously endorsed by
members.

Among others, six motions
presented at the meeting were
also unanimously adopted.

These included calls for the
government to enhance tax in-
centive schemes for small and
medium enterprises (SMEs),
place greater emphasis on do-
mestic direct investment (DDI)
while continuing to attract for-
eign direct investment (FDI),
and to strengthen support for
local businesses in investment
and upgrade of industries.

Members also urged the gov-
ernment to encourage collab-
oration between foreign and
local companies to facilitate
technology transfer and pro-
mote industrial development.

GOVERNMENT
URGED TO ROLLOUT
POLICIES TO EASE

NSCCCI president Dato’ Looi
Hei Tyng urged the govern-
ment to rollout policies to ease
problems faced by the business
community.

He pointed out that 2026 is a
year packed with domestic and
foreign challenges where the
Middle East conflict had result-
ed in sharp spike of oil prices
and the disruption in supply
chain, bringing more uncertain-
ties to the geo-political tensions
and global economy.

The business community and
people are facing a far-reaching
impact due to the uncertainties.

Food security is not solely the re-
sponsibility of the government but
also requires active participation
from the business community, says
Deputy Minister of Agriculture and
Food Security Datuk Chan Foong
Hin.

Whether in food processing, cold
chain logistics, or modern agricul-
tural investment, the private sector
remains a key pillar of the national
economy.

He said this after attending the
annual general meeting of NSCCCI

as an invited guest.

Chan noted that the energy crisis
could present an opportunity, test-
ing the Malaysian government's
ability to respond.

He expressed confidence that as
long as the government maintains
close cooperation with business
groups such as the chamber and
continues to improve the business
environment, Malaysia will not only
weather the crisis but also transform
itself into a more self-sufficient and
resilient nation.
